The OTPF is a grant program open to qualifying Moore County
municipalities and non-profits for tourism-related capital
projects. The application period extends through August 18,
2023.

Pinehurst’s Tenth Course Taking Shape

Located four miles south of the main resort clubhouse, the tenth course will
open in 2024, coinciding with the return of the U.S. Open to Pinehurst No. 2.
Tom Doak and Angela Moser’s layout incorporates rugged dunes mined at the
turn of the 20th century accented by native sand and wiregrass. With natural
ridgelines, intriguing landforms, towering longleaf pines, streams and ponds,
they envision a course that complements the resort’s other courses through
its contrasts. Check out Pinehurst Resort’'s just-released video featuring
numerous drone shots of the 10th course and invaluable insights from Doak
about the front nine, back nine, terrain and timing.

U.S. Adaptive Open Set for July

The field for the 2nd U.S. Adaptive Open — a national championship that
showcases the world’s best golfers with disabilities on Pinehurst Resort &
Country Club’s Course No. 6 from July 10-12 — is now set. The USGA received
285 entries for the 2023 U.S. Adaptive Open, and the 96-player final field
includes competitors from 28 states and 11 countries. The championship’s
youngest competitor is 15-year-old Russell Aide from Canada, and Linda Port,
of Rancho Santa Fe, Calif, is the championship’s oldest player at 75 years
old. Of the 96 players in the field, 66 played last year, and 30 will be making
their championship debut. The event is free and open to the public, so please
support these amazing and inspirational athletes.

You have an exclusive opportunity to register as a marshal volunteer for
the 2024 U.S. Open. The championship is set to be held at Pinehurst Resort
& Country Club (Course No. 2) from June 10-16, 2024. Marshaling a hole
amongst your peers is an exciting way to get involved with the championship.
Marshaling duties include but are not limited to ball spotting in fairways and
around greens, keeping crowds quiet when a player approaches his shot,
monitoring crosswalks and managing grandstand capacity.
